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SOLUTION

Various technologies are used to detect oxygen. Electrochemical sensors are popular due to
their accuracy, which is very important since an oxygen concentration below 19.5% is a
breathing hazard, while levels above 23% can increase the risk of fire or explosion, especially
in the presence of flammable materials.
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
